Kids will likely see humpback whales, black or brown 

bears and beautiful blue glaciers. They might have a 

chance to drive a remotely operated vehicle along the 

seafloor to document what is living below or collect 

plankton and put it under the microscope. This is real 

science, and it makes ecology lessons more tangible. 

Ultimately, I hope these experiences help young 

people make connections between conservation and 

the abundance of life around them, and that they take 

what they learned in the wild back home. A week in 

Alaska could be the spark that ignites a love for nature 

that lasts their entire lives.
