CROSS THE ARCTIC CIRCLE 
The tiny isle of Grimsey is bisected by the Arctic Circle, 

and you can make a crossing on foot or at sea. Another 

attraction is the large puffin colony. More than 80,000 

breeding pairs nest here between April and August. 

 

 

DELVE INTO THE WORLD OF WHALES 
The Husavik Whale Museum is one of the only museums 

in the world dedicated entirely to whales. Exhibits cover 

topics ranging from whale ecology to conservation, and 

include artful displays of 11 massive skeletons. 

 

 

GLIMPSE TRADITIONAL  
EIDERDOWN FARMING 
Vigur island is both a seabird sanctuary and the center 

of the ancient Icelandic tradition of eiderdown farming. 

A single family serves as the steward for the avian 

populations, and they walk you through the process of 

harvesting eiderdown.
